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Goodlettsville Police Department 

Chief Pope’s Monthly Report 

September 5, 2012 

 

There is not a monthly crime data report included in this month’s report. 

 

Captain Kenneth Jenkins retired from the police department on August 31st after 37 years of dedicated 

service to the City of Goodlettsville and its citizens. 

 

Patrol officers responded to a reported rape of a 17 year old female.  The incident occurred the night 

prior to the report being filed.  The suspect was a 17 year old male.  CID investigated the incident and 

the suspect was later charged with rape in juvenile court.  The case is pending. 

 

Patrol responded to a disturbance at a local motel.  The officers determined that two sisters got into an 

argument with each other.  They settled the argument by getting into their separate vehicles and 

rammed each other.  This caused several thousands of dollars in damage to each vehicle.  Neither sister 

wished to prosecute each other. 

 

CSU officers executed a narcotics search warrant at a local apartment.  Officers recovered a small 

amount of cocaine from the apartment. 

 

Patrol officers responded to an assault in the parking lot of a local business.  This initially began as a 

minor traffic accident.  The driver who caused the accident got mad at the other party and intentionally 

rammed her vehicle.  The driver then moved another parked car by ramming it out of the way and fled 

the scene.  Responding officers spotted her and stopped her.  The driver was charged with Aggravated 

Assault and Felony Reckless Endangerment.  The fleeing driver had four children in her car during this 

incident. 

 

Patrol officers responded to a call of a subject with a gun in the parking lot of a local motel.  Officers 

located the suspect and confiscated a pistol from him.  Officers determined he was a convicted felon and 

he was charged with being a convicted felon in possession of a weapon. 
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Patrol officers responded to a local motel concerning juveniles being threatened by an adult.  The 73 

year old adult had allegedly threatened the juveniles while holding a pair of scissors.  Officers 

determined there was enough probable cause to charge the adult with Aggravated Assault. 

 

Patrol officers responded to an aggravated assault at a local motel.  The suspect forcible entered the 

room and assaulted the victim.  Responding officers observed the suspect leaving the motel and 

attempted to stop him.  The suspect fled at a high rate of speed and after a brief pursuit the officer 

terminated the pursuit due to safety reasons.  The victim knew the suspect and warrants have been 

obtained. 

 

Patrol officers stopped a subject for a traffic violation.  A routine check revealed the subject was wanted 

in the state of Kentucky. 

 

CID working with the Sumner County Sheriff’s Office and the Metro Police Dept. identified two 

suspects wanted in connection with several home burglaries in our area.  The suspects were charged 

with two counts of Aggravated Burglary for two recent burglaries in the city.  They face additional 

charges in the other jurisdictions.

Through the month of August officers have completed approximately 1025 hours of training in various 

law enforcement topics. 

 

The five new patrol vehicles that were delivered this month should be on the streets by mid-September.  

The installation of all equipment is nearly complete. 

 

The police department is preparing to assist with traffic and security this Saturday at the event honoring 

the Goodlettsville All-Star team at Moss Wright Park.  We will also be providing officers for the Arts 

and Antique Festival on Saturday, 9/15.

Special Events and Programs 

All of the finishing touches were put on Get Fit Goodlettsville in August. We secured all 10 Gold Level 

Sponsor positions and raised $2,000. This money went towards our advertising and t-shirts that were 

given out at Family Fitness Day. There are 31 businesses that are participating in the 9 week program by 

offering a free or discounted health and wellness option for the community. We have 233 people 

registered for GFG. These people received their free shirt at Fitness Day and are eligible for all of the 

offers provided by the participating businesses in Goodlettsville. 

Family Fitness Day was held on Saturday, August 25th at Moss-Wright Park. This event was a showcase 

for what would be coming up over the course of the 9 week Get Fit Goodlettsville program.  It was 

open for all of the participating businesses to set up a booth for free and let the public know what 

services they provide. There were 19 booths set up as well as a stage for the fitness instructors to 

demonstrate their classes that they would be discounting for the program. We also had an inflatable set 

up for the kids to get their exercise too. There were about 200 people that came out to the event. 
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 Pleasant Green Pool 

Pleasant Green Pool closed on Sunday, August 5th for the season. It was a successful 10 week season. 

We had no major accidents, scored well on our inspections for the pool and concessions stand, 

implemented private swim lessons into each week, and had a lot of compliments on the refurbishments 

that were made in the off season. We lowered the prices at the concessions stand this summer and 

were still able to make more profit than the previous year.  

 

Amy Mitchell, Robbie Brigham and I met this month to discuss what worked and what didn’t at the pool 

this year. We are already looking forward to a successful summer in 2013. 

 

Evaluations were sent out in August to all parents that had children participate in Swim Lessons and 

Swim Team. Their feedback will help shape next year’s programs. 

 

Historic Sites 

In August, the site implemented the private tour survey with the grant money we received from 

Standards for Excellence Program for History Organizations (StEPs). Kristen Spear created a survey on 

surveymonkey.com and a card for the guests to take with them after their tour. The card directs them 

to our website which has a link for the survey. In the future, we will use this information to direct the 

needs for programs and exhibits for the site. 

 

In August, I met with the Mansker’s Staff a few times about our upcoming Ghost and Lantern Tour in 

October. We have secured two storytellers and music for the evening. We are working now on getting 

a third and final storyteller and coming up with the stories.

Honestly, we could not have purchased all of that media 

exposure for five million dollars.  What a gift.  What ambassadors these boys were for our 

city and our area.  You can’t buy stuff like that.

BusForSale.com who provided the luxury, tricked-out motorcoach to pick up the 

championship baseball team from the airport on Monday, 27 August.  Not only did they 

provide the coach, but the drivers, the luggage truck (that followed), the diesel fuel, their 

time … and … while the boys were getting their luggage, the Spellings went into the airport 

and purchased hot pizza for them to enjoy on the return motorcade to Goodlettsville.  The 

City thanks John and Hilary so very much for their corporate and community support. 

 Jeff Haynes of Boyle Investment Co. presented ideas to the IDB on how we might be able to 

position ourselves for attracting more companies which may be relocating their backoffice 

operations to the Southeast.  Mr. Haynes will be working with us on this endeavor for 

several months.

The other one has an 

expensive piece of property along I-65 to develop and we are making [slow but sure] 

progress in getting this property sold and developed.  We have been working on it for two 

years. 
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 City Manager, Tim Ellis,  Chamber Director, Kimberly Lynn,  and Tom Tucker entertained 

Mr. Stonie O’Briant, CEO of Acopia Capital Group, headquartered in Goodlettsville.  Mr. 

O’Briant’s firm has grown exponentially since 2007 and they are nearly out of space, looking 

to relocate.  They are not wanting to relocate in Davidson County because the Davidson 

County tax authorities have selectively chosen to enforce the Cemetery Tax upon Acopia.  

Acopia’s claim is that other companies which do the same thing in Davidson County are not 

paying this strange tax … but Acopia is being forced to pay it.  Acopia, when they relocate, 

would like to move over to the Sumner County side. 

 Once again (second time in two years), we are courting a [nice] barbecue sit-down 

restaurant chain which has shown a moderate amount of interest in Goodlettsville.  For the 

past two years, it has been a “loves me – loves me not” scenario … mostly “loves me not.” 

 Met two times with Mr. Andy van Roon, Chairman of a Nashville-based independent filming 

organization.  Between Mr. van Roon and Mr. Bob Raines of the Tennessee Film 

Commission, we have “stirred” quite a bit of their interest in having some of the Tennessee 

filming (when it does come here) done in Goodlettsville.  “What’s the deal” you might be 

asking yourself.  Here’s the deal:  When film companies come to town to film, they spend a 

lot of money and buy a lot of their set props locally.  Two years ago when a film crew was 

in town, they spent $25,000 on antique props at one store alone.
